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Barn Rules and Regulations

1. Riding or handling of horses by Owner/Students may include feeding treats, grooming, longing, leading, flat work, jumping or trail riding.  Please do not feed hay or run water in the tank.  The undersigned understands that hazards and outside influences, thunderstorms, lightning, snow sliding off roofs, noises, bucks, rearing, running, falls, slipping, kicks, spooks, local wildlife, insects, dogs disturbing the horse, horses running into objects, fences, sickness and other injuries, biting and other actions resulting from the unpredictable nature of the horse are common.  The undersigned understands and assumes the risks involved in riding and handling of horses at New Leaf Farm.  Riding on New Leaf Farm property and surrounding area is at your own risk.
2. Please leave the barn in the order you found it in.  Pick up all manure from tie areas, driveway, arenas, etc.
3. There is absolutely, positively, no smoking on the entire farm property or in any buildings except in your personal car.  This is for liability and safety purposes as well as insurance requirements.
4. All riders under 18 must wear a properly fitted ASTM/SEI approved riding helmet which is less than 5 years old when mounted on ANY horse (or donkey) for any reason for any length of time.  Adult riers are STRONGLY recommended to wear helmets as well. New Leaf Farm or anyone associated with the business or farm will not be held responsible for any accident or injury resulting in a fall for any reason for helmeted or non-helmeted riders.  Boots manufactured for wearing around horses are also required for riders and guests who are near the horses.
5. Please do not bring dogs or other animals to New Leaf Farm.  We have quite a few animals here already and one more might cause a hurricane.
6. Safe riding must be practiced.  Please do not ride without a bridle/hackamore/halter or without properly tacking up your horse (in a halter and lead rope, etc.) anywhere on or around New Leaf Farm property.
7. Do not mount inside the barn or in any building or overhang or ride through any doorway at ANY time, the ceiling heights inside the barn and other buildings are not tall enough to allow safe riding or mounting (with the exception of the indoor arena).
8. Ask permission every time before using equipment, horses, or anything that is not yours.  Do not feed horses that are not yours anything (including treats) without permission.  Do not enter pastures, shelters, stalls, arenas or anywhere horses live or are being worked unless you are a boarder, student, or have permission to enter.
9. You are responsible for the behavior of your guests/relatives/children while at New Leaf Farm, please make sure they are familiar with the rules and regulations, wear proper footgear, and are respectful of others while visiting and/or watching.  Owners, students, and/or guests who do not follow the rules and appear dangerous or disrespectful will be asked to leave for the safety and comfort of the others.
